Towards the end of October, 1940, Hitlcr told Raeder, as wcll as
all the commanders-in-chicf of the-scrvices that he was planning to

" go to war against the Soviet Union, in 1941. He supposed that the

Commanders in Chief of the JArmy had been previously informed about it,

‘as the army was far more conccrned and required longer preparation.(p.S)

Denics having any knowledge of the order issucd by the OKW and
dealing with wor agdinst Soviet Union; adds that, in Jugust or Scptom~
ber, Hitler told him he was transferring troops to the Bast. Hitler
knew that Racder wns opposcd to war against Russia and thersfore
told him nothing of his plans.(p.3) -

Says he cannot swear to it - but assumes - that he was present &at
Hitler's conference with 2ll his commonders in chief, on November 23,
1939, in whic¢h conference Hitler expoundcd his tdeas on foreign policy.

At that tine, the Germans were close Allics of the Soviets and hopeful

that the treaty with Russia would be honored. The Navy greatly favored
adherence to that treaty.(p.3) :

Cannot - renenber that Hitler, threc nonths after signing the treoty
with Russia, should have uttcred an idea such as , "We will be able to
fight Bussin if we get our hands frec in the West." it that time Hitler
cannot have intcnded te nake war against Russia; he may have talked
about it mercly hypothetically. {p.4) idds thet he would have known
about it, if Hitler as carly os-1939 had said that he nmight go to
war agoinst Russia, but-that even in Scptciber 1940, when preparing
the invaosion of England, he had no thought whotever of o wor against
Russic.(p.4). In 1939, there wns not thought of brosking relations
with Russia, and there was cortainly no talk of war against Russia. (p.5)

- Hitler nay have said thet Germany would be in o position to zo to
wor with Russia, cfter having defcoted the western powers, It is proboble
thot Hitler decided to moke wor apgoinst Russia on realizing thet he
could not invade Englend.(p.5) Recder repeats that in October 1940 he
heard for the first timc from Hitlcr about his intention to noke wor on
Russie, (p.5) and thot he was then completely surpriscd.(p.6)

PL..N BARBARCSS..

He learncd about dircetive 21, the so-called plan "Borborossa!,
towards the end of October, 1940. Thinks he wes informed very lotce
of the plan beeause Hitler knew of his opposition to a war on Russic,
Raeder had scveral very scrious conversations with Hitler in Novenber,
1940, stressing the reasons why Germany could not go to war agoinst the
Sovict Union. it the cnd of Novcrber, he belicved he had convinced
Hitler.(p.7) Knows that Hitler deelared in Deccmbcr, 1940 that the finel
plans werc drawn up and that his deeision had becn token. Racder stotces
that the dote on the documcnt coincides approxinately with the date
on which Hitler informied the Corrinnders in Chicf's of. the various scr-
yices of his intontions to go to wer agoinst Russia.(p.7) '
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
