Schellenburg had to
organize the whole thing for Hiwmslore Whon Hitlor luosricn of $h arPaiges
meats, hae threatenced cll thosc whe hcolocd Jows roech Switzorlona with ti
death ouialty. Hisder's assuresscos to Musy that no concecntration camp
would bhc cvacuated was given after Hitlor foronoas furteoer transfers of
Joase Musy hed instructions froa Hitilor oo infore Allicd W.storn Pounrs
of these assurances, Musy left Berlin 7 Aosril 1.45 with thails iustruction.
On 10 April 1945, Musy Jre. rcturncd from Scitzorlasd to take enre of &
Jowish family in Buehcawnld, Ho orrivea in tne siddle of tin uvacustion
of thc camp contrary to Hialer's nssurances, oad hurricd to report to
Schellenberge Schelleabory first teloeshoned Hiaaler, thon discussca tau
metter with Kaltonbrunncr at lunch. The next day Kaltenbrunner statcead
that this cvacuation was donc on ordcr of Hitler and thc camp had to be
cvacuatcd. Mucller was prescnt and said: "You, Kaltcnbrunncr, told mc
alrcady thrcc or four days carlicr that I should cvacuctc thc most important
Jows from this camp to the South". Then Kaltenbrunncr said: "Ycs, yos, that
is corrcet. Besides, therc is a general dircetive of Hitler's to the offcet
that all camps should bc cvacuated and cspocially Jews should be rogarded
as hostagces and brought to the South". Kaltcnbrunncer thcn stated to
Schellenberg: "There arc still cnough pcoplc remaining in the camp so that
you can consolc Musy with that."

Schecllenberg is unable to rcomcmber details about Einsatz Groups
as hc only participatcd in thc first discussions and in thc draft of the
agreement, Howcver, he knew the sct up in relation to the military orgnni-
zation was as follows:

a. Einsatz Group - Army Group
b. Kommando ~ Army
c. Squad - Division

At a largc OKW mccting, about the cnd of May or thc beginning of
Junc 1941, thc now sct up was discloscd and discussScds Prcsent were all
I-C and I-CAO from Armics and Divisions, as wcll as the Einsatz Group and
Kormando Chicfs. The war plans were shown on big maps and thc scctors wcre
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distribuﬁod to the éféups. Special cmphasis was given to the so-called
Rollbahnen (Mnin Supply Lincs), and out of the main tasks of the Einsatz
Groups was to kocpithesec lincs open,

Schellenberg, by way of corrccting his testimony of the previous
day, statcd that Qi Geueral Wagner rcprescnted OKH instcad of OKW. wWagner
was prcsent at this mecting and witness assumes that OKW was represented
by Admiral'Canaris., RSHA was rcproscnted by Hoydrichs

Schellenberg had participated as Heydrieh's assistant in the dis-
cussions preccding thq conclusion of the agrecment. Furthermore, Mucller
from Amt IV and Strcckenbach- from Amt I,took part. Together with Wagner,
Schellenberg handled tcchnical matters as for instance supply probloms.

The Sipo and SD did not like to be completely subordinatcd to the Army, but
Schellenberg agreed to wWagner's suggestion that membors of Einsatz Groups
should be completely under Army control in the front arca, as thoy werc to
work in close co-operation with the wohrmacht. '

There was no apparcnt opposition to the agrecment from OKW, on
the outsido, but probably from tho inside., Schellenberg knows that the
agrecment had been signed by Heydrich on behalf of the RSHA and by Wagner
on behalf of OKH, but docs not know of any other signnturcs,. .

Himmlcer's dircetives to the Einsatz Groups nand Kommandos must have
been distributed shortly before the invasion of Russia, as Schellenberg had
heard that the soaled ordcrs werc opencd by Strockeonbach risht at the start.

Schellenberg does not know anything as to fipurcs pertaining to
cxceutions contained in document R-102, but docs know that things described in
the revmort took place. Schellcenberg was unable to pive anything definite
regarding Stahlecker's roport upon Iinsstz Group A botween 22 June and 15
October 1941 concerning the liquidation of 135,000 Jews. Schellenbers statced
that activitics of Einsatz Groups were only of intcrest to him so far as they
founded supply strcngth points which he (Sechellenbers) used in 1942, for
scparate Einsatz Kommandes under Action "Zeppelin”, As to Himmlor's sccond
ordoer for complcte liquidation of Jews and Communist Commissars (in Scptember
1941), Schellenbers stated he only knows that this kind of dircctive cxisted
but can rceall no written ordors.

Witness stated Eingatz Group Leaders were sclected by Heydrich in
. eo=-opcration with the Chicf of Amt I, but tho Chicfs of Amts II and IV also
played a rolc. '

'Schcllonborg_had the feelings that an attempt was made to put all

" in order to commit them morally. It was rumorcd at the timc appolntmonts
were beine made, that thoy would involve mass liquidations and atroeitices.

Attompts were madc repeatedly to give Schellenbeors a command at the
front, and cvery time Schellenbers was in bad gracc, it was tricd again,.
Mueller, Ohlcndorf, Nebe, Heydrich and possibly other forecs from the outside
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were active in trying to give Schellenberg a front command. Schellcenbers
avoided such command, first by makine himsclf irrcplaccable in his work

and secondly by help of Mrs. Hoydrich. Mrs. Heydrich know that her husband
wanted Schcllenberg removed, but she spoke against it. Schcelleaberg stated
rs. Heydrich liked him very much, but nothing clsc. Heydrich mlways

h2d 2 bad conscicnce towards her (Mrs. Heydrich). lrs. Heydrich was not
rcsponsible for witncss avoiding scrviecc, but the atmospherc crcatcd by

her influcnce was in favor of his not being scnt to the front.

As to actual opcrationsal ordcrs, Schcllenborg was unable to pass
judoement on the cxtent Army, Corps, or Division Hcadquartcrs dirceted
Einsatz Groups in their activitics. On thc basis of what hc was told by
Six and Ncbe, he camc o the conclusion that very rnuch depended upon the
individual pcrsonalitics of the commanders as to thc conncetion boctween
4rry units and the Einsatz Groups. Einsatz Groups werc always in Russia
and also participatcd in the withdrawal, Thcy ofton fought toscther with
the regular troops and on ccrtain oceasions and placcs they werce even put
into action in order to bolster up resistancce of regular troops. Witncss
assumcs thc structurc of the orsanization rcmeincd throushout the war.

Witness statcs the Kormandostab in RSHA was an atteompt to balancoe
thc professional competition betwcen Amts III and IV, The other Amts also
were supposcd to have representatives on Kormandostab, but they were of no
professional signifieance.

Witness belicves Kommandostab met onec a weck. For a timc he had
a represcntative on the staff bocausce he was intcrested in the Jetion
"Zcppelin®, but he personally rncver participated.

In the afternoén session Schellenberg described the so-called
Zeppelin mission. This mission was started in 1942 for the purposc of
picking from Russian Prisoncrs of war, intclliseunt and suitablce pcople
to be employed bchind the Russian lines. The Prisoners werc sclected
with the hclp of all Kommandos and turacd over for training at the rear.
They werc snecially trained in wircless communication. Schcllcenbers 1aid
down the policy, but did not participatc in thce cxceubtion of the mission..

January 1943, Schellcnberg called a mectine of nommandos froil the
Zeppelin mission in Breslau. Aftcr the defeat at Stalinsrad and the gencral
withdrawal it beecame increasingly difficult to recruit asents and it was
dceided to turn from planncd mass action to individunl activity., Prisoncrs
of WAar wcrc sccurcd from the camps and sent to Russia aftcr training,

Schellenbers said the German Intclliscnce frilced complotely te obtain
any iaformation about the smeriean atonic bomb, The only thing known in
Germany was that experiments with atom smashing were being carricd one
Schellenbers had planucd to gct in touch with the Hunearian profossor,Houssy,
who lived in Stockholm and was a fricnd of Profcssor Nils Bohr, whom he knew
was in the States. Nothing camc of this plan.. From Lisbon and iadrid Amt
Mil rcecived some mogazine articles,. Schcellenberg gave as rcasons for the
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failure of the intelligence service (a) Amt VI was only concerned with
political matters; (jtj) -Amt M| did not have technical persons qualified
for an investigation.'on.-this highly scientific field. Wen Schell enborg
recruited engineers and'.scientists, they showed no understandi ng for secret
service, ' b e

By the end of 1944,. Schel |l enberg had sent new people into Spain
eand Switzerland, but Inp reports were received. In the States, he had no
active intelligence service, Al efforts failed fromthe begi nning. The
so-cal l ed special U Boat Komrandos were a conplete failure; one U Boat was
bel i eved to have been sunk because not hing was heard fromit, and the agents
who | anded from anot he'r ware captured alnmost imrediately by the FB -,

eCGher efforts in neutral countries; so-called "Qacier" countries,
in order to gain information about North America, also failed conpletely.

Schel I cnborg believed that before he took over Ami M1, it possibly
attenpted to obtain infornation fromthe States, but does not think those
attenpts were successful. There was a wireless connection with a secret
station near New York, but this station probably was under the control of
t he FBI .

Ant M1 had a certain success in its attenpts to send agents noney
and supplies to Argentine. Two shipnents by sail boat were nmade in the spring
of 1944. Another shipnent planned for Spring 1945 never naterialized. The
Naval technical preparations wore made by Captain Schuchman. Johannes
Siegfried Becker, the so-called Chief Conm ssioner to Argentina, and the
Chief Wreless (perator Franzoch received the shipnent.

At the end of 1942, an arrangenent was nade w th Tel ef unken t hrough
whi ch assets this firmhad in Argentina were turned over to agents there and
Tel ef unken received the equival ent in Reichsmaxks in Gernany.

Schel l enberg stated that the German Intelligence Service failed
badly in intelligence about D Day, Schellonberg described in detail howthe
Allied Intelligence Service fooled the Germans by spreadi ng an incredible
nunber of nisleading runors.

Through co-operation fromtho end of 1943, of Hnmer's Doctor
Ker st en, Schel | onberg gai ned astrol ogi cal influence over Hmrer. The
astrol oger Wil ff of Hanburg was introduced to H mmer and soon won his
confidence. Schellonberg then worked through Wil ff» Wl ff nade a horoscope
of Htler which turned out to be quite true, and H nmi er cane nore and nore
under tho influence of Wil ff and thereby al so under Schel | onberg. Schel | enber g’
objective was to influence Hnmmer to remove Htler.

After 20 July .1944, Kaltenbrunner and Fegelein did their utnmost to
undermine Hmmer's position with Htler. Schellenberg suspects that H mier
had known of the plot of 20 July 1944 and that this was | earned during the
courso of interrogations made under Kaltenbrunner's direction. Schellenberg
bases his assunption on the fact that Hmmer's influence declined and
Kal tenbrunner's increased.. Schellenb' erg had the inpression that H mmer
was under pressure, from Kal t enbrunner.
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
